4.    Products must be made by the person in whose name it is entered.    
5.   All entries must have name, address, and lot numbers taped 
      to container. 
6.   If there is no competition in a lot, the exhibitor will receive 
      a premium at the discretion of the judge.
7.   No exhibitor may have more than one entry in any one lot.  
8.   The department superintendents shall be in complete charge 
      of arranging and showing the exhibits. 

9.   Full size cakes must be brought in. The judges will slice the cake for 
      judging and only the Best of Show Cake (whole) will have to remain on 
      display. All others may be removed after grand opening of the fair 
      leaving only the slice for display. 
10.  Decorated cakes should be decorated on a box, cake pan or other form 
       (such as Styrofoam). Judges will only judge the decorating.    
11.  Full size pies must be brought in. The judges will cut the pies for 
       judging and only the Best of Show Pie (whole) will have to remain on 
       display. All others may be removed after grand opening of the fair 
       leaving only the slice for display. 
 12.  Bring all other entries on small Styrofoam plates in zip close bags with 
       name, address and lot numbers attached. 
13.  Entries will be discarded as needed. Ribbons can be picked up from 
       9 a.m.-1 p.m. Monday following the fair.
